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1. PRESENTATION OF INVOICING 
1.1. The invoiced individual 
The individual to be invoiced is mentioned for each case (via selection of TC (third client) or CL (client) in the “Invoice” field of the case update screen).
The field “Use parameters of” shows the case involved party to whom the invoicing parameters apply. 
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1.2. Description of invoicing parameters 
· Compensation: This parameter shows whether compensation should apply for this individual. The following values are possible: 
· N: no compensation
· T: total compensation. The total of the client credit will be compensated with the total of the client debit (all cases altogether).
· C: Compensation per case. Case by case, the client credit will be compensated with the total of the client debit.
· Period:  This parameter shows the periodicity of invoicing for the individual.  The periodicity consists of a letter and a figure.   It is used for calculation of the date of the next statement.  The possible values are: 
· ‘m’ standing for month
· ‘d’ standing for day
· ‘w’ standing for week 
The figure that follows the letter shows the number of period.  E.g.: ‘w2’ means that the individual is billed every two weeks. 
· Stmnt dt:  Shows the date of the next billing of the individual. 
· Step:  Shows the step of invoicing (see 2. INVOICING PROCESS). The possible values are: 
· C: Creation step. 
· P: Processing step. 
· W: step of waiting. 
· V: step of validation. 
· Client fees:  Shows the fee calculation code. The codes correspond to a scale defined in the screen ‘ENTRY OF RATES AND FEE INSTALMENTS’ (e_sacodhon). The fee code shown on the client data card is afterwards inserted in all newly created cases. 
· Time to due date:  Time before due date of issued invoice. 
1.3. The invoices 
Several lines of invoices will be generated within each case (‘fa’). Each line groups one to several invoicing items.  

The detail of each invoice is represented as follows: 
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During creation (step ‘C’), the invoice is assigned a temporary number.  During validation (step ‘V’), the invoice is assigned a definite number which is sequential, unique and has no gap.  

2. INVOICING PROCESS 

The invoicing process can be divided into 4 major steps: 
2.1. Step C 

Step C is the creation. When the individual is in step C and the current date is => than the ‘date of statement’, the system will browse the various cases where the individual is the one to be invoiced, will calculate the different billing items within these cases and will create the invoice lines (displayed in the 'HISTORY' as ‘fa’ type).  Each ‘fa’ line is assigned a temporary number.  

As soon as this step is over, the system goes on to step P. 
2.2. Step P
Step P is the stage of processing.  The system retrieves all the ‘fa’ lines that have been created within each case of the invoiced individual and generates a 'statement copy'.
As soon as this step is over, the system goes on to step W. 
2.3. Step W
Step W is a control phase.  Thanks to the ‘statement copy’, the manager in charge of billing will be able to validate the lines of the created invoice for each invoiced individual. 
The e_detfac screen allows viewing for a given individual the cases having invoice lines that have not been validated yet. 
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At this control stage the manager has the possibility to delete lines, modify computation elements or put some of the cases in manual invoicing (see 3. MANUAL INVOICING). As soon as these checks and handling jobs done, the manager can: 
1) Reposition the individual’s invoicing back to step C. In this case the deleted lines of fa’ will be rebuilt taking into account the new calculation elements (if they have been modified).
2) Reposition the individual’s invoicing back to step P.  In this case the system recreates a ‘statement copy’. However, no element is recalculated or rebuilt. 
3) Validate the ‘statement copy’. The system goes on then to step V. 
In order to make the invoicing move from one step to another, the manger can: 
1) Either modify the step through the individual’s data card
2) Or made mass modification.  The e_factval screen allows modifying the step of several individuals positioned in the same step and that are to be positioned in the same next step. 
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2.4. Step V
Step V is the validation stage.  At this step the system removes the temporary number of each line and replaces it by a definite one which is sequential, unique and without gap.  Then it builds the final statement. 
3. MANUAL INVOICING
3.1. The manual invoicing screen
This screen is available from a case and lists all the invoicing items.  
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3.2. Working out a manual invoice 
3.2.1.1. Principle 
Through this screen it is possible to enter the amounts for invoicing for each of the items.  When making entries into the screen, the check box "Switch to manual" can be checked:  
- If checked then each entry made in one of the fields of the CREDIT or DEBIT block will switch the case to manual invoicing. 
- If NOT checked, then each entry made in one of the fields of the CREDIT or DEBIT block will NOT switch the case to manual invoicing. 
The cases that have been transferred to manual invoicing are no longer processed by the invoicing; in order to put a case back to automatic invoicing it is necessary to do so through the e_facman screen. (see 3.3) 
Any manual entry of invoice is made without system control.  No modification or message will be displayed in case of error or discrepancy.  

NB: If items of automatic invoicing are manually invoiced in a case where the invoicing had not switched to manual, the difference between the amount which would have been calculated in automatic mode of invoicing and the amount invoiced in manual mode will be automatically added to the NEXT automatic invoicing. 
This is why the manual invoicing must be used for handling items of manual invoicing or some specific cases which will always be invoiced manually. 
3.2.1.2. Methodology 
The manual invoicing screen can be found on each case. 
When the manager wishes to enter a given amount into a manual invoicing item, he should do the following: 
1) Log in the manual invoicing screen of the case to be invoiced. 

2) Insert the amount onto the manual items that he wants to have invoiced. 
If the manual invoicing is carried out in order to replace some invoicing issued by the automatic mode, the procedure to follow is the following:  

1) Remove from the case history the invoice generated by invoicing 
2) Enter the new amount to be invoiced in the screen for manual invoicing 
3) Reposition the invoiced individual to step ‘P’ (processing), so that the manual invoice could be included into the ongoing invoicing.

3.3. Deactivation of manual invoicing on a case  

It is possible to switch a CASE which is in manual invoicing back into automatic invoicing. The screen e_facman displays the list of the cases in ‘MANUAL’. It is sufficient to cancel the status ‘M’ corresponding to the N° of the case. This screen has no impact on the manual items.
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4. AUTOMATIC ITEMS TO INVOICE

4.1. Framework and items to invoice

When an individual is issued with an invoice, the system searches all the cases on which an action has been performed since the last invoicing. On the cases selected this way, SE_CALCUL are started in order to calculate the invoicing items.

For each individual to be invoiced, a certain number of invoicing items should be parameterized.

Nature of the amount: the nature of the amounts could be of 4 types:

· TTC : the calculated amount, all taxes included

· HT: the calculated amount, VAT excluded, that means that the latter will be calculated on the basis of this amount.

· HTS: the calculated amount is VAT excluded. No VAT is calculated in relation to the amount.

· TVA: the calculated amount is a tax.

4.2. Items to invoice

4.2.1. Description of the items to invoice
It is accessible from the page « Special agreements» of the individual to be issued with an invoice. The screen allows selecting the items to invoice that must be calculated for the individual to be issued with an invoice for each invoicing period.

All the items are invoiced by default. The user chooses the items that must be excluded from the invoicing.

The checkboxes across each item allow indicating if anything’s already parameterized for the item.
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When the checkbox is selected, the parameterizing screen corresponding to the « family » to which the invoicing item belongs is displayed.

3 invoicing items families are to be distinguished:

- The fees items 

- The items parameterized by value 

- The items parameterized by amount.

4.2.2.1.2. Application of a fee code to a case
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When a new case is created, the system (utl_pilote) will insert the Tariff corresponding to the case’s elements for each parameterized fee item. 

The criteria (Amount, Age, Product and countries group) making up a line must all be verified before the insertion of this line into the case.

If a criterion (Amount, Age, Product and countries group) is not filled in, then it is considered as always verified.

If several Tariffs are possible, the system takes the first found.

4.2.3. Pay-backs

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5. THE STATEMENT

5.1. Copies of the statements

It is possible to produce copies of already issued statements. The statements are stored on the ‘Individual’s datacard” of the invoiced individual. 
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5.2. Construction of the statement

The invoicing statement shall consist of the following documents:

· Credit note: Picks up the ‘fa’ reversed and the fee deductions. This document must be provided with a serial invoice N°, which must be unique and without gaps.
· Credit note detail: Picks up the detail of the document « Credit note », case by case. This document does not have its own invoice N°, it picks up the N° of the document Credit note.

· Invoice: Picks up the invoiced fees. This document must be provided with a serial invoice N°, which must be unique and without gaps.
· Invoice detail: Picks up the detail of the document « Invoice », case by case. This document does not have its own invoice N°, it picks up the N° of the document Invoice.

· Disbursement note: Picks up the costs and fees (paid) in advance by the company defined in g_etude. This document must be provided with a serial invoice N°, which must be unique and without gaps.
· Disbursement note detail: Picks up the detail of the document « Disbursement note», case by case. This document does not have its own invoice N°, it picks up the N° of the document Disbursement note

· Account situation: Introduces the situation of the client account.
